Activities in Valencia
•  Valencia Town Center

Located within walking distance of the conference, the Valencia Town Center is a
fully enclosed, 2-story, 790,000 square foot mall with three anchor department
stores, 110 specialty shops, a cinema complex and a food court. From its
opening in September 1992, Valencia Town Center has been a success with
retailers and shoppers alike. A report by the California Retail Survey recently
voted Santa Clarita the fastest growing retail market in California.

Valencia's new "Main Street," Town Center Drive, is designed to be a genuine
community hub and downtown for the entire Santa Clarita Valley with a broad
mix of uses - office, restaurant, entertainment, housing and, of course, retail to
attract residents, workers and visitors from early morning until late at night, seven
days a week.

The street also includes a 55,000 square foot Spectrum Health Club. A 6-story,
244-room Hyatt Hotel and a 26,000 square foot conference center adjacent to
the hotel and 3 buildings for Princess Cruises' 1,500 employees and 60,000
square feet of new retail. A 130,000 square foot entertainment/retail complex with
an 11-screen multiplex, an IMAX 3D Theater, several restaurants and retailers,
including Borders Book Store, comprises the entertainment component of the
street.
